Here is a list of frequently asked questions thay tme of some assistance to you:

Question: If | attend the FGWA convention in May, can | holdhy credits and use them
towards the next renewal cycle?

Answer: No, you can not “hold” those credits and applynthitewards the next cycle.
Earned coursework credits are valid for 24 montbsfcourse date, amtil a license is
issued or renewed, whichever comes first.

Question: | only need 4 more credits for the current renewajcle. If | earn 12 credits at a
workshop in June, can | use 4 credits towards therent renewal cycle and apply the
remaining 8 credits towards the next cycle?

Answer: No, you can not apply partial credits towards t@pagate renewal cycles. See
explanation for answer above.

Question: How many credits can | earn online?

Answer: A maximum of three (3) coursework credits may b&awied by online
instruction or other correspondence media.

Question: When can | start earning credits towards the 202911 renewal cycle?

Answer: The DEP 62-531.330(2) rule states that "Water wa@titractor licenses shall be
renewed only after the license holder has complistetye CEUs of approved
coursework earned in the two-year period directBcpding the request for license
renewalfor each renewal cycle.” This means that creshrsedafter July 31, 2009 can
be applied towards the 2009-2011 renewal cycle.

Question: | just realized that the deadline to earn CEUsJigly 31, 2009. If | don’t earn 12
credits before the deadline, what happens to megrise?

Answer: If a license is not renewed before July 31 oheadd year, the current license
will automatically revert to an “inactive” statuéyour license has been “inactive” for one
year or lessyou will need to submit your CEUs and converdees to the FWWA and
apply for renewal to the Water Management Disti¥aciu will not have to retake the
licensure exam; however, you will be assessedéatz by the Water Management District.

Question: How much will it cost to renew my license?

Answer: The CEU conversion fee is paid to the Florida &/&Vell Administration. The
conversion fee is $14 per credit hour, and the mari amount that you will have to pay
to convert your credits is $168.

Your license renewal application fee is $50 anphisl to the Water Management
District. After July 31 of each odd year, in addlitito the normal license renewal fee, a
late fee of $75 will need to be submitted with eapplication for renewal of a license
which has been inactive for one year or less.
